History
● Bonnie Brae Farm was founded by Judge 

Harry V. Osborne in Livingston, NJ in 1916
● Moved to 209 acres in Millington, NJ in 1920
● In the late 1970s, several acres were sold, 

now 100 acres in Liberty Corner, NJ
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BONNIE BRAE - Who We Serve? 

Who We Serve?
● 114 boys on our main campus - ages of 12+ - 21 
● 21 young men in our community -based transitional living 

homes in New Brunswick, Bound Brook and Bridgewater
● Males, females, non-binary & trangender youth via our 5 bed 

Crisis Stabilization Home in Chester, NJ - ages 13 - 18 short-
term (180 days)

● New 5 bed Co-Occuring BH/SU program and a second 5 bed 
Crises Stabilization Program

● All the youth we serve have suffered from trauma, abuse and 
neglect

● Many have significant addiction, mental health, learning and 
behavioral challenges

● 330 staff members - including Administrative team led by Paul Rieger, CEO, 

Clinical, Residential, Recreational, Educational & Health Services Staff
○ Over 150+ years of combined leadership

● 17 board members

Inauguration
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BONNIE BRAE - Our Impact

When boys arrive at Bonnie Brae:
● 64% had been runaways averaging 5.8 

placements before coming to Bonnie Brae
● 67% had been abused, neglected or 

witnessed violence inside or outside the 
home

● 70% were taking psychotropic medications
● 95% had school problems including multiple 

suspensions, expulsions and truancy

When boys leave Bonnie Brae:
● 85% graduated successfully from our 

program (moving to a less restrictive setting, 
breaking the downward spiral)

● 64% were reunified with their families and 
67% felt Bonnie Brae helped them to get 
along better with family members, friends 
and other people

● 100% of all eligible Bonnie Brae seniors 
graduated from Bonnie Brae high school 
compared to the statewide average of 83%

● 46% decreased their psychotropic 
medications and an additional 21% were 
reduced to no psychotropic medications
